Venue

> The 29" EGOS Colloquium is hosted by HEC Montréal and Université de Montréal (U de M);
see site addresses and venue locations on the map on the next page.

> The registration area, where you can collect your Colloquium materials and badge, is
located in the Cote-Ste-Catherine Building (CSC), RJ Level, in the “Place RBC” in front of the
Amphithéatre IBM. Please note that if you are unable to register on Wednesday and your
sub-theme is located in the Decelles Building, you need to plan for time to register and about
15 minutes to walk between the two buildings on Thursday morning.

> The session rooms are located in three buildings, the Cote-Ste-Catherine, Decelles, and
Jean-Brillant Buildings which are all located in close proximity to each other (less than
15 minutes walk).

> Lunches for sub-themes meeting in the Cote-Ste-Catherine Building will be served on the
RJ level in the same building. For sub-themes meeting in the Decelles and Jean-Brillant
Buildings, lunches will be served in the “Agora Morris et Rosalind-Goodman” in the Jean-
Coutu Building (seven minutes walk). Coffee will be served in all sub-theme buildings in
multiple locations.

> The Opening Ceremony will be held in in the Amphithéatre Ernest-Cormier in the Roger-
Gaudry Building (under Université de Montréal’s central tower).

Transportation

Arriving in Montréal

Direct flights to Montréal are available from most major European and North American hubs.
Canada’s national airline Air Canada is a member of the Star Alliance. A holiday travel airline
Air Transat based in Montréal also runs scheduled flights to European and North American
destinations at low prices. Numerous other airlines fly into Montréal’s Pierre Elliott Trudeau
Airport (YUL).

How to get to the venue from the airport

Downtown express airport shuttle (747)

The 747 bus line service runs 24 hours/day, seven days/week, between the Montréal-Trudeau
airport and the Montréal bus terminal (Berri-UQAM métro station). Travel time may vary
between 45 to 60 minutes, depending on traffic conditions. The fare is $9 and includes 24 hours
of unlimited travel through the whole bus and metro network. You can pay on the bus with
exact change (coins only). The 747 bus line service also stops near several hotels:

If you are staying at the Hyatt Regency or the Hétel Dauphin Montréal Centre-Ville, stop at the
intersection of rue Jeanne-Mance and boulevard René-Lévesque.

If you are staying at Le Nouvel Hétel and Spa, stop at the intersection of rue Guy and boulevard
René-Lévesque.

NB. If you plan on using public transportation (bus or metro) during your stay to travel from
downtown hotels to the venue, we recommend purchasing a three-day ($18) or one week
($23.75) CAM card in the fare vending machines in the international arrivals area of the airport.
The card is also valid for use on the 747 shuttle, so this is an economical choice. You may also
purchase the cards in metro stations throughout the transit system.

Taxis, adapted taxis or limousines

Taxis, adapted taxis and limousines are available at the arrivals level of the airport, where a
dispatcher will assist you. No reservation is required. To go downtown, there is a fixed fare for
taxis (540) or limousines ($60). For all other destinations you pay by the meter. Expect to add
a 10-15% tip to your fare.

NB. If you plan to travel directly from the airport to the Colloquium venue, we recommend
taking a taxi (about 45 minutes to the venue 3000, chemin de la Cote-Ste-Catherine).

How to get to and from the Colloquium venue

Metro

Montréal has a modern and safe subway system called the “Metro”. Regular cash fare is $3.00
CAN for a one way ticket to any destination on the island of Montréal (including transfers). You
can also buy a ten-ticket strip ($24.50), or unlimited evening ($4), day ($9), three-day ($18) or
weekly ($23.75) CAM cards. Please note that cards and tickets are not sold on board vehicles,
although you can pay for a single fare on the bus. Tickets can be bought at metro stations or
in corner stores. Bus and metro travel are covered by the same ticket system.

HEC Montréal (Cote-Ste-Catherine Building) is a one-minute walk from Université de Montréal
metro station, on the blue line. After exiting the metro station, cross boulevard Edouard-
Montpetit and continue straight onto rue Louis-Colin (100 meters). You will see the entrance
to HEC Montréal on your left on rue Louis-Colin.

HEC Montréal (Decelles Building, adjacent to the Jean-Brillant Building) is a seven-minute
walk from the Cote-des-Neiges metro station, on the blue line. Turn south on Céte-des-Neiges.
Turn left onto rue Jean-Brillant (250 m). You will see the entrance to HEC Montréal on the corner
of Jean-Brillant and Decelles. To reach the Jean-Brillant Building, continue on rue Jean-Brillant.

Bus

Montréal has an extensive bus network. For schedules:

HEC Montréal is close to three bus routes:

Route 129: Cote-Ste-Catherine: Main subway station stops: Champ-de Mars, Place d’Armes
(orange line) and Place-des-Arts (green line). The bus stops very close to HEC Montréal.

> Cote-Ste-Catherine Building: Intersection of chemin de la Cote-Ste-Catherine and rue Hudson
(in front of the building).

> Decelles and Jean-Brillant Buildings: Intersection of chemin de la Cote-Ste-Catherine and
avenue Decelles (walk up the hill on Decelles for five minutes).

> For those travelling from the McGill New Residence Hall or from the Hyatt Regency, an
alternative route is to take bus route 80 (on avenue du Parc northbound, if you stay at
the McGill New Residence Hall; from the Place-des-Arts metro station at the corner of rue
Jeanne-Mance and boulevard De Maisonneuve, if you stay at the Hyatt Regency). Stop at
the intersection of avenue du Parc and avenue Laurier. Cross avenue Laurier and transfer
to bus route 51 westbound and follow the instructions below.

Route 51: Edouard-Montpetit: Main subway station stops: Laurier (orange line), Snowdon,
Université de Montréal (blue line). The bus stops in front of both HEC Montréal’s buildings.

> Cote-Ste-Catherine Building: Intersection of boulevard Edouard-Montpetit and rue Louis-Colin

> Decelles and Jean-Brillant Buildings: Intersection of avenue Decelles and rue Jean-Brillant

Route 165: Cote-des-Neiges: Main subway station stops: Guy-Concordia (green line) and
Cote-des-Neiges (blue line).

> COte Ste-Catherine Building: Intersection of chemin de la Céte-des-Neiges and chemin de
la Cote-Ste-Catherine (seven minutes walk).

> Decelles and Jean-Brillant Buildings: Intersection of chemin de la Céte-des-Neiges and rue
Jean-Brillant (four minutes walk).

Taxis

The response time for taxis in Montréal is fast, about 10 minutes or less after making a call.
Taxis can also be hailed directly on the street with no difficulty. For taxis from the Cote-Ste-
Catherine Building, there is a taxi-rank at Sainte-Justine’s Hospital across the street on chemin
de la Cote-Ste-Catherine. Taxis should cost $15-20 for a ride from downtown Montréal to the
venue. Before calling a taxi, you can estimate the cab ride cost with the Montréal Taxi Fare

A 10-15% tip is usually expected.

Depending on traffic conditions, the Colloquium venue is a 10 to 20 minute drive from
downtown Montréal. There is an underground parking lot at the Cote-Ste-Catherine Building
(815 per weekday and $12 on Saturday and Sunday) and a large multi-storey parking garage
on rue Jean-Brillant close to the Jean-Brillant and Decelles Buildings ($15 per weekday and
$12 on Saturday and Sunday).

Appliances such as hair driers will need a converter. An adapter, which can usually be bought
at the airport, will be sufficient for most portable computers and mobile phones.

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General Theme

Bridging Continents, Cultures & Worldviews

For the first time, the Colloquium of the European Group for Organizational Studies (EGOS)
will be held outside Europe! As a city historically based on different cultures, Montréal has
long been considered a hub for people and merchandise flowing between North America
and Europe. It is thus a perfect location to explore the theme of the 29" EGOS Colloquium:
Bridging Continents, Cultures and Worldviews.

The Colloquium will be an opportunity to construct multiple bridges between different ways
of understanding contemporary organizations and of doing, communicating and publishing
organizational research. The bridge metaphor conveys the idea of connection, of unity, of
meeting half way. Yet, in the words of Simmel (“Bridge and Door”, Theory, Culture & Society,
1994:5): “It would be meaningless to connect that which is not separated.” Thus, there is a dia-
lectic tension underlying the notion of bridging that offers multiple possibilities forimaginative
interpretation and critical reflection. The emphasis on Continents, Cultures and Worldviews
suggests three axes for exploration.

The idea of Bridging Continents is an important one for an academic organization whose
name identifies it as intra-continental, but whose geographic reach and appeal has expanded
rapidly in recent years. The theme of bridging continents echoes a longstanding preoccupation
of organizational scholars with the challenges of managing across national and continental
boundaries. It raises societal and political questions about the formation and functioning of
transcontinental and transnational institutions at a time when economic, environmental, and
technological issues are increasingly planetary in scope. The theme offers opportunities to
consider bridging across the classic continental divides between north and south and between
east and west. There are also critical questions about who benefits and who loses from bridging,
and about what valued specificities may be destroyed or undermined through bridge-building.

The idea of Bridging Cultures underlines the importance of examining organizational topics
and issues in a multicultural context, inclusive of marginal voices. Cultural diversity includes but
goes beyond an interest in the influence of national cultures on management and organiza-
tions. Organizations can be seen as a nexus of multiple logics, circuits of power and divergent
identities oriented around professions, occupational groups and generations. From a more
macro perspective, the impact of immigration policies on workforce diversity and mobility has
implications for organizational development and society. Living with a more diverse society
requires competencies and strategies to deal with the inherent tensions of increased pluralism.
The notion of Bridging Cultures suggests a need to consider ways to build organizations and
societies that recognize diversity rather than suppressing it.

Finally, the idea of Bridging Worldviews refers to the desire to make the 29* Colloquium an
arena for researchers from diverse horizons and theoretical frames to exchange ideas and
develop new ways of understanding. There is room for considering potential connections
between problem-centered, theoretical and critical research paradigms. Bridging Worldviews
invites organizational researchers to debate the advantages and risks of bridging disciplines,
theories and methods in organizational knowledge production, transfer and diffusion. It
suggests reflection on paradox, dialectics and pluralism. It calls for consideration of how
dialogue between research and practice might expand the scope and range of management
and organization theory. May the conversations begin!

The Creative Dimension of Bridging Cultures

Bridging cultures between the “North” and the “South” is often presented as a generator of
confrontations. The experience of multinational firms shows that it can on the contrary generate
the development of resources usually unexploited in the cultures of Southern countries. This
development leads to a quality of cooperation and a productive efficiency greatly superior to
what is routinely seen in these countries. This is true across different continents as evidenced
by the examples of Asia (China), Africa (Morocco) and America (Mexico). Understanding these
phenomena requires that we understand cultures not as conveyors of stereotypical behaviours
but as worlds of meaning compatible with highly contrasting methods of cooperation, and
therefore also compatible with highly contrasting types of organizational operations.

Philippe d’Iribarne is Managing Director of Gestion et Société
(Management and Society), at CNRS (National Center for Scientific
Research) in Paris, France. He is also the author of 14 books including
his most famous work, The Logic of Honor that examined the worlds
of French, American and Dutch management. In his recent volume,
“Managing Corporate Values in Diverse National Cultures”, he explores
how a multinational firm adapts its organizational culture to the national
cultures of China, the United States and Jordan. Philippe d’Iribarne
uses a distinctive in-depth ethnographic approach in his research to
develop a rich understanding of cultural dynamics in organizations.

Twenty-first century society yearns for a leadership of possibility, a leadership based more
on hope, aspiration, innovation, and beauty than on the replication of historical patterns of
constrained pragmatism. Luckily, such a leadership is possible today. For the first time in history,
we can work backward from our aspirations and imagination rather than forward from the
past. Within this societal context, we are witnessing a remarkable technology-driven transfor-
mation in our profession — learning and education. The question facing us is “Will our newly
enhanced, extensive, and pervasive global connectedness, including on learning platforms,
lead to worldwide community or fragmented dissolution?” The stakes are high. The ways in
which we creatively learn to connect globally and cross-culturally will define the extent to
which we flourish or perish as a global civilization.

Nancy J. Adler is the S. Bronfman Chair in Management at McGill
University in Montreal, Canada. She is a world-renowned scholar in
the area of global leadership and cross-cultural management. She
has authored more than 125 articles, produced the films, “A Porta-
ble Life” and “Reinventing Our Legacy”, published 10 books and
edited volumes, including “From Boston to Beijing: Managing with
a Worldview”, “Women in Management Worldwide”, “Leadership
Insight” and “Competitive Frontiers: Women Managers in a Global
Economy”.

Ever since institutionalism was born in 19" century European social science, the circulation of
ideas and mutual exchange across the Atlantic has been a driver of the vitality of that stream
of research. As institutionalists, we know that the circulation of ideas means diffusion, trans-
lation, appropriation but also conflicts and strategies of power. This subplenary will launch a
debate on the current state of this spirited dialogue between North American and European
institutionalists.

Institutional Theory at the Crossroads

Some believe that institutional analysis is a monolithic theory “made in the USA”, and that its
strong influence has been a one way street. My objective is to expose this as a myth that is
neither accurate nor useful. North American institutionalism is diverse and early on was influ-
enced by European social theory. It started at a crossroads of geographies and disciplines. | will
nevertheless identify distinctly North American flavors, directions and absences in contem-
porary institutionalism and see where they converge and diverge with European scholarship.
North American and European institutionalists hold important insights for each other. But both
should also look beyond organizational institutionalism for inspiration.

Klaus Weber is an Associate Professor of Management and Organizations
at Northwestern University in USA. He uses cultural and institutional
analysis to understand globalization, the environmental movement
and corporate social responsibility. His research has been published
or is forthcoming in Journals such as Administrative Science Quarterly,
American Sociological Review, Organization Science, Organization Studies,
Academy of Management Journal, Strategic Management Journal.

European institutionalism has grown since the 1960s in the shadow of its North American
counterpart.

EGOS has become a central hub in the world of business and management
scholarship. North American scholars come every year in greater numbers to the Annual
Meetings. And now, EGOS itself is even coming to North America! My objective in this talk
will be to take stock of this evolution. | would like to explore what European scholars can still
learn from their North American counterparts. | would also want to ask about what is missing
in North American business and management scholarship — and what the latter can find in
and learn from the "younger” European community.

Marie-Laure Djelic is Professor in the Management Department
at ESSEC Business School and Head of the ESSEC Research Center on
Capitalism, Globalization and Governance in France. Her research
interests include the transnational diffusion of rules and practices
and the historical transformation of capitalism and national insti-
tutions.

Prosperity has been defined in terms of economic growth, increasing consumption and tradi-
tional technological expansion. Sustainability requires reducing worldwide consumption, just
and equitable social development and adopting appropriate technologies. Past definitions of
prosperity are on a collision path with sustainability. This sub-plenary will address how the tension
between prosperity and sustainability might be dealt with and how sustainable prosperity may
encompass hon-economic, but social, cultural, spiritual and aesthetic well-being.

The Role of the Corporation in 215 Century Society

Changes in corporate activity related to sustainability occur through periods of “punctuated
equilibrium” where anomalous events cause disruptions in the norms of the market. We are
in the “third wave” of shifts in the market related to sustainability. Change is happening at the
fringe with new organizational forms that defy taken for granted notions of the corporation
and it is happening in the mainstream as consumer, investors, governments, suppliers and
buyers, all make increasing demands on the corporate sector to attend to sustainability. In
this presentation, | will present this argument and expand on the drivers and responses that
constitute the period of punctuated change we now find ourselves in.

Andrew J. Hoffman is Holcim (US) Professor of Sustainable Enterprise
and Director of the Erb Institute at the University of Michigan, USA.
His work focuses on sustainability, corporate social responsibility and
climate change and its impact on business. He is the author of over
100 articles and book chapters as well as a dozen books including
“Climate Change: What'’s Your Business Strategy?” and “Flourishing:
A Frank Conversation about Sustainability” (with John Ehrenfeld).

Understanding and Bridging the Gap between Prosperity and Sustainability
in Research and Practice

Making sense of the gap between prosperity and sustainability is a challenge for both man-
agers and academics. The first part of the challenge lies in our capacity to cognitively reframe
and integrate the meaning of prosperity beyond the narrow definition of economic welfare,
and including all the other forms of well-being. More complex, though is to build on this
cognitive shift to change our own behaviour as scholars and instructors, as well as to study
and enhance similar behavioural shifts with practicing managers. This talk will introduce the
reflections, the ongoing work and some of the insights emerging within the GOLDEN (Global
Organizational Learning and Development Network) for Sustainability program, a community
of over 100 scholars spread across continents and disciplines to study and experiment with
the initiatives undertaken by companies to bridge this gap.

Maurizio Zollo is the Bocconi Dean’s Chaired Professor in Strategy
and Corporate Responsibility and Director of the Center for Research
in Organization and Management (CROMA) at Bocconi University,
Milan. He is also the academic director of the GOLDEN for Sustainability
research program and the president of the European Academy of
Management. His work has focused on the evolution of organiza-
tions through strategic initiatives, like M&A, alliances and sustaina-
bility-driven change and the development of dynamic capabilities
through learning and socialization processes.

This sub-plenary session entails a dialogue on the state of the artin a growing, but little-under-
stood area of academic inquiry - the creative industries — exemplifying the tensions between
theory and phenomenon in organizational research. The session will offer reflections on the
significance of this area for organizational scholarship and explore opportunities for research
that bridges culture, values, and forms.

The Value Gap between “Creative” and “Industry”

Mukti Khaire will examine the values-driven gap — between “creative” and “industry” — to under-
stand how organizational theories can shed light on the antecedents of this gap and how it may
be bridged, and what the study of creative industries tells us about organizations, institutions,
and markets. This will lead into a discussion of the reciprocal social role of creative industries in
encoding as well as creating culture, thus opening up a range of possible theoretical inquiries
into the nature of the relationship between cultural and economic value.

Mukti Khaire is Associate Professor of Business Administration and
Marvin Bower Fellow at Harvard Business School, USA. Her research
lies at the intersection of entrepreneurship, culture, and creative indus-
tries. Her publications in major academic journals such as Academy of
Management Journal, Organization Science, and the Harvard Business
Review, relate to how entrepreneurs construct the value of new cul-
tural goods, creating new markets and influencing broader cultural
institutions.

Form and Value of Innovation in Creative Industries

Silviya Svejenova will provide a micro perspective on success and failure of innovation in cre-
ative industries. She will examine how creative entrepreneurs give form to avant-garde ideas
through material, visual, symbolic, and organizational resources, in dialogue across arenas. She
will discuss how they employ business models to connect profit and passion, and translate
novelty into aesthetic, economic, cultural and social value. She will also suggest opportunities
for bridging micro, meso, and macro levels in the study of creative industries and how these
could inspire research on organizing and innovation.

Silviya Svejenova is Professor MSO in Leadership and Innovation
at Copenhagen Business School, Denmark and Vice-Chair of EGOS.
She has examined the work, careers, and business models of creative
entrepreneurs as they trigger change in styles and categories. She has
published widely in major academic journals, and is currently co-ed-
iting a Special Issue of Organization Studies on innovation drivers in
creative industries.

It is widely believed that there is a chasm between scholars who study and teach organiza-
tional change theories and the practitioners who are attempting to put them into practice.
This sub-plenary revisits this assumption and proposes original ways of bridging theory and
practice in organizational change.

Who Are the Mediators of Organizational Change?

Academics sometimes denigrate the consultants who work with their ideas, arguing that
consultants distort the original ideas, turn them into fads, and, worse, out-compete them in
the marketplace for knowledge. Such arguments raise some important scholarly questions,
especially with regard to organizational change efforts. In this presentation | will advocate for
the importance of thinking in terms of mediation between academic ideas and management
practice. Such thinking includes consideration of the wide variety of actors who may create
links between theory and practice and the creative roles that mediators should be allowed to
play, to the ultimate benefit of both research and practice regarding organizational change.

Jean M. Bartunek is the Robert A. and Evelyn J. Ferris Chair and
Professor of Organization Studies at Boston College, USA. She is inter-
ested in multiple dimensions of the links between theory, research,
and practice and has been active in encouraging greater attention
to implications for practice in scholarly publications. She has pub-
lished over 125 journal articles and book chapters, as well as five
books. Jean Bartunek is a past president and fellow of the Academy
of Management (AoM).

Bridging Theory and Practice: A Phenomenological View

I will argue that theory and practice can be brought together in several ways but the most
promising one is the phenomenological way. The latter accords a primary role to practice and
considers theory a practice in itself, a derivative of the practice that theory reflects on and
theorizes about. From that perspective, theory is elucidation — making scholars and practi-
tioners alike see things a little more clearly than before. The main argument will be illustrated
with several examples.

Haridimos Tsoukas is the Columbia Ship Management Professor in
Strategic Management at the University of Cyprus, Greece. He is also
Professor of Organization Studies at University of Warwick, UK. His
research interests include knowledge-based perspectives on organiza-
tions, the epistemology of practice and process, and meta-theoretical
issues in management studies. He was Editor-in-Chief of Organization
Studies (2003-2008), and founded (with Ann Langley) the annual
International Symposium on Process Organization Studies.

In organization studies, there is a growing concern to overcome the idea that organizational
reality is linguistically constituted by attempting to speak of an ongoing material turn. This
sub-plenary will discuss what is at stake in this reorientation, and what this will imply for
organizational studies.

Tooling the News

As Bruno Latour rightly observed, social scientists delight in separating things that are closely
connected to one another in order to then triumphantly put them together. There is no need
to re-assemble or to bridge discourse, materiality and action, because they never existed in
separation. A good illustration of this statement comes from my recent study of news agencies,
where it becomes abundantly clear that the news, that is stories or texts, are produced very
much like any other physical objects, and with help of physical objects. There are actually two
levels of organizing involved in the tooling of news: organizing how a text is to be produced,
and organizing the text itself. Technology plays crucial role in both.

Barabara Czarniawska is Professor and holds a Research Chair in
Management Studies at the University of Gothenburg, Sweden. She
has developed a narrative approach that has been at the centre of the
development of the discourse perspective in organization studies. She
has authored 30 books and 180 chapters and articles, as well as editing
14 volumes. Her most recent book in English is “Cyberfactories: How
News Agencies Produce News".

Materializing Discourse

What can organizational discourse, with its emphasis on language, contribute to understandings
of materiality? This presentation will reflect on how the discursive and the material might be
bridged. Contrary to those who have criticized discourse theorists for being uninterested in
materiality, or argued that it is now time to escape the prison of language, this presentation
will suggest that a discursive perspective can contribute to our understanding of the material.
By reviewing existing work and identifying areas for future research, it will be argued that a
discursive approach can help to combat materialist and technological determinism and show
how power circulates at the intersection of the material and the discursive.

Cynthia Hardy is a Laureate Professor of Management Studies at
Melbourne University, Australia. Her research interests revolve around
discourse analysis and theory, institutional entrepreneurship and
change, as well as power, politics and identity. She is a co-founder and
co-director of the International Centre for Research in Organizational
Discourse, Strategy and Change. Cynthia Hardy has published numer-
ous papers and books, including the award winning “Handbook of
Organizational Discourse”.

There have been various attacks on the legitimacy and contribution of Social Sciences to
economy and society over many decades, but we argue that the most recent series of attacks is
likely to have significant effects on Universities worldwide. In the UK, a crisis situation is already
emerging, manifested by such strategies as: insisting that the Social Sciences, along with Arts
and Humanities, need to conform to STEM science models of publishing (open access); assess-
ing research funding mainly by income regardless of content; assessing relevance and impact
of academic researchers mainly by judging the quality of their citations and research income
(H factor, etc.). These developments have turned many universities into factory-like institutions,
especially in the UK, where managerialism and auditing have become more prominent than
critical and independent thinking.

Similar developments can also be found in the US, where senior politicians such as Tom Coburn
and Jeff Flake have attacked the Social Sciences, arguing that research monies would be better
spent on subjects that “matter” (citing cancer research as an obvious example). Coburn is quoted
as saying that the majority of social science research is “junk science”, and drastic funding cuts
have been proposed. These are important issues for universities and the Social Sciences that
have already had repercussions in Asian and continental European universities.

Our panel will present a variety of perspectives on these recent developments in short pres-
entations by the four panelists. The panelists will then, for the majority of the session, lead an
open debate focused on the question of whether these attacks on the Social Sciences are a
new type of crisis or whether we are just experiencing more of the same criticism as before,
and how we might deal with these challenges to our field.
